Then comes “Surfing the Net,” an annotated, newly-updated 
Internet resource list of great websites and blogs. Finally, there’s an index to all the titles, authors, and subjects. 

Handbook, you’ll discover a host of successful, kid-tested, motivating, literature-based techniques 
and strategies for reading and writing lessons across the curriculum, giving you a whole new repertoire of irresistible 
titles your kids will love as read-alones, read alouds, and for book discussion groups.JUDY FREEMAN (www.JudyReadsBooks.com) is a well-known speaker, consultant, and writer on all aspects of children’s 
literature, storytelling, booktalking, and school librarianship.
